HEALTH CRITERIA FOR NURSING STUDENTS

in hospitals in the Turku region

1. STUDENT HEALTH CARE

Health care for undergraduate students is organized by the school/educational institution.

The school is responsible for the student’s health being such that he/she can be assigned to clinical practice. The student is entitled to the services of student health care provided by the school throughout the practice period. In an emergency situation requiring immediate treatment the student can be treated by the personnel’s health service or the emergency ward. The school will be charged for the treatment thus given. 
2.  SPECIAL REGULATIONS FOR THE PREVENTION OF INFECTUOUS DISEASES

2.1 MRSA and VRE tests

All students who have worked, studied or been patients in a hospital outside Finland or in the Helsinki or Tampere region are tested for MRSA and VRE. Foreign tests are repeated in Finland.
2.2 Salmonella

Students with a placement in the kitchen, cafeteria, nutritional center, or the maternity or neonatal wards will be tested for salmonella after trips of more than four days outside the Nordic countries. 

2.3 Chicken pox (varicella) antibodies
Chicken pox status of all students must be known and a vaccination must be taken if needed.
2.4 Herpes zoster infections
A person in the acute phase of Herpes zoster may not work in high risk patient care, e.g. in haematology, paediatrics, oncology, maternity and delivery, obstetrics or IC. 

2.5 Herpes simplex infections

A student with infected hands may not be in clinical practice. Infection in the lip or the face does not prevent clinical practice but the student may not participate in care of high risk patients.

2.6. Inflammation of cuticles, erysipleas and other infections
The student should contact Student Health Care. Suitability for clinical practice will be decided from case to case. 

2.7. Hepatitis

No special prophylactic measures are required. If for instance blood contact occurs, local protective regulations will be followed.
